RNA Senior Competition 17.02.09

An eight week competition and three weeks of finals. Competition to
commence on Monday 17" August 2009.

To consist of 4 X 10 minute quarters with a three-minute break at half time.

Can be affiliated with a club of choice or a Team can be registered with RNA
and have no club affiliation. Players must be 16 years of age or older.
A team that registers directly with the RNA will incur a fee of $85.00 per player.

Nomination form must include colours and uniform that the team shall wear,
this is to be ratified by the RNA Exec.

Team uniforms must be all the same colour —i.e. Black skirts/bike pants/sports
shorts (must be above knee length) and pink tops. Shorts and tops are to have
no embellishments or belt loops etc.

Sports gloves may be worn, taped nails will not be accepted.

A three week grace for all teams to gain uniforms, after this period, two goals
for each player that is not in correct uniform will be awarded to the non
offending team by the umpires.

To commence on time as per the fixtures program. Any team who has less
than five players on court, ten minutes after the game siren has sounded will
result in a forfeit to the offending team. Forfeit fines will be issued to the
offending team and game will be awarded to the non offending team (20/nil).
For every minute the team does not take the court a point will be awarded to
the non-offending team.

To be allocated by the RNA and paid by the RNA, any club / team wishing to
put forward an umpire for the competition is encouraged to do so.

Each team is to supply a scorer over the age of 14, failure to do so will result in
the game being awarded to the non offending team (20/nil) after a ten minute
period has elapsed.

A player may fill in no more than twice for the season for any team and must
have their name recorded on the score sheet detailing the team they are
registered to. Filling in more than twice for any team will result in a two point
deduction from offending player’s team ladder.

Teams will be charged a fee of $100.00 for a forfeit that is less than 24 hours
notice, to be paid before taking the court for the next fixtures game. Notified
forfeits with more than 24 hours notice will not incur a forfeit fine.
